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Building Profiles
Sonoma County Museum
425 Seventh Street

Built during Santa Rosa’s recovery
from the 1906 earthquake, this
building was originally the City’s Post
Office and is one of the few remaining
examples of Classic Federal
Architecture in California. The
architecture of the 1893 World’s
Columbian Exposition held in Chicago
opened the eyes of the people to the
previously inferior quality of
government architecture. As a result,
the government hired James Knox
Taylor as Supervising Architect for the
US Treasury Department. It was this
renowned architect who designed
Santa Rosa’s new post office. At the
time of its construction, the building
was considered one of the finest north
of San Francisco. Originally located at
Fifth and A Streets, the building was
saved from demolition in 1979 when it
was painstakingly moved (a process
that took months) to its present
location. Shortly thereafter it became
the home of the Sonoma County
Museum.
