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St. Rose’s Oldest Home 
The oldest, unaltered home in our 
neighborhood is the Runyan-Metzger 
house at 535 B Street. 

 
This Italianate home was built in 1872 
for Armstead Runyan, a pioneer 
capitalist. It was later purchased by 
William Metzger a prosperous brewer. 
This house is one of over 30 homes in 
our neighborhood that were built prior to 
the 1906 earthquake. 
 
 
St. Rose Project Updates 
Moore Project  - 615 Healdsburg Ave. 
Located at Healdsburg Avenue at Tenth 
Street, this project of approximately 80 
apartments over retail, broke ground in 
May  2005. To be completed this year.  

 
 

 
Empty Lot – 10th &  Washington  Sts. 
The developer, CARCO Investments, 
has gone through the City’s final 
permitting process. The project is 
scheduled to break ground this year (as 
soon as the rain ends!) 

 
 

 
 
Office Building – 528 B Street 
The developer’s (Morrison Karsten 
Group) plan for their proposed  3-story 
office building has received preliminary 
approval from the City’s Design Review 
Board.  The developer is hoping to start 
construction by the end of this year.

The City of Santa Rosa, with a grant from the Metropolitan Transportation Commission, 
is undertaking a program to develop a Downtown Station Area Specific Plan, centering 
around the proposed transit station in Railroad Square. The Specific Plan project area 
encompasses the heart of downtown Santa Rosa, including the Historic Railroad Square 
and Courthouse Square commercial districts, government and conference centers, four 
historic residential neighborhoods and the Prince Memorial Greenway. Because the 
project area is mostly developed and circulation patterns are established, the focus of this 
planning effort will be on creating a transit supportive environment through land use 
intensification at appropriate locations, improved modal connectivity (especially 
promoting pedestrian and bicycle use), and enhancement of the physical environment.

Cal Trans Hwy. 101 Project 
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) has begun a 

major construction project to widen US 101 from four to six lanes between Route 
12 and Steele Lane in Santa Rosa. The new lanes will be northbound and 
southbound carpool lanes, which will add capacity and encourage ridesharing in 
this congested corridor. In addition, improvements will include: 

�  Improved on-ramps from westbound and eastbound Route 12 to US 101 
�  Steele Lane widened to three lanes in each direction under the US 101 overpass 
�  A collector-distributor road on northbound US 101 between Route 12 and 3rd St. 
�  Santa Rosa Creek Bridge replaced 
�  College Avenue undercrossing replaced 
�  Retaining walls and sound walls at various locations
